This is a summary of how our school delivers music education to all our pupils across three areas – curriculum music, co-curricular provision and musical experiences – and what changes we are planning in future years. This information is to help pupils and parents or carers understand what our school offers and who we work with to support our pupils’ music education.

This is about what we teach in lesson time, how much time is spent teaching music and any music qualifications or awards that pupils can achieve.
	Music is all around us.  It is the soundtrack to our lives.  Music connects us through people and places in our ever-changing world.  It is creative, collaborative, celebratory and challenging.  Music can bring communities together through whole-school singing, ensemble playing, experimenting with the creative process and through the love of listensing to friends and fellow pupils performing.  Here at Newnham St Peters, we want our children to develop a love for music.
Our music curriculum is informed by the national curriculum and the model music curriculum.  
Music is taught discretely through an online scheme – Kapow Primary Music Theme. The units of work enable children to understand musical concepts through a holistic approach to learning, in which the individual strands below are woven together to create engaging and enriching learning experiences: 
• Performing 
• Listening 
• Composing 
• The history of music 
• The inter-related dimensions of music 
Each unit of work combines these strands within a cross-curricular topic designs to capture pupils’ imagination and encourage them to explore music enthusiastically. Over the course of the units, children will be taught how to sing fluently and expressively, and play tuned and untuned instruments accurately and with control. They will learn to recognise and name inter-related dimensions of music – pitch, duration, tempo, timbre, structure, texture and dynamics – and use these expressively in their own improvisations and compositions. Pupils will participate in musical activities drawn from a range of styles and traditions, developing their understanding of how music works. 
Opportunities for children to participate in whole class Ensemble Music Tuition in school has been organised for Year 3 and Year 4 children this academic year.  In Spring 1, they will be learning ukuleles.  The school have purchased a class set of recorders this year so it is the intention that Year 2 and year 3 will have half a term of recorder lesson this year as part of their music lesson.
Resources – 
We have a range of percussion instruments. There is a central store of: 
• large percussion instruments 
• selections of instruments from other cultures
 • xylophones & glockenspiels 
• recorders 
Pupils with additional needs are able to participate and progress well (supported by technology, tools and adapted instruments).Space and resources allow breadth of curriculum for all students, including music technology. The school iPads are installed with applications which enable them to be used as instruments and for composition.

 


[bookmark: _Toc443397160]Part B: Extra - curricular music
This is about opportunities for pupils to sing and play music, outside of lesson time, including choirs, ensembles and bands, and how pupils can make progress in music beyond the core curriculum.
	This year Newnham St Peters are looking into providing children with the opportunity to participate in individual or small group instrument tuition delivered by Gloucestershire Music Hub.  A small questionnaire will be sent out to the parents in Autumn 2 to establish whether children will be interested if we were to offer tutition.  We will also look into whether we could offer any contributions to cover the costs of these lessons for families who would otherwise not be able to participate.
Newnham St Peters are also considering participating with Rock Steady where pupils might be able to be part of a rock band, learning to play the drums, guitar, keyboard or to sing. This is paid for by families/carers of the pupils who sign up and is available to all children from reception to year 6
 During the Autumn Term, we will be running a lunchtime singing club for children attending Young Voices this year.


Part C: Musical experiences
This is about all the other musical events and opportunities that we organise, such as singing in assembly, concerts and shows, and trips to professional concerts.
	As well as Young Voices, Newnham St Peters gives all children as many opportunities for singing and performing as possible. For example, singing assemblies take place every Tuesday where children learn and practise worship songs. 
Reception children perform a Nativity, each class will perform their own class assembly and Year 3 and 4 will perform an Easter play.  Year 6 pupils perform an annual leavers’ show and also attend Gloucester Cathedral for a multi-school leavers’ service. 
Each year, the school visit and watch a pantomime at the Savoy Theatre in Monmouth.


In the future
This is about what the school is planning for subsequent years.
	We aim to be able to develop a more consistent school choir that meets once a week every term. We also plan to have more musical opportunities for after school clubs, such as musical ensembles, being able to draw on and develop pupils’ musical abilities and interests.
We aim to make some further links with local high schools to provide opportunities for watching musical performances.
